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Subject: Science
Objective: 
· Students will understand the importance of taking care of their teeth by listing things they can do to take care of their teeth, and conducting a science experiment.

Materials: 

	1 picture of healthy teeth
	4 Mirrors

Anticipatory Set: 

· Show students two pictures and ask them to make some comparisons. 

· Ask what is different about the teeth, why are they different?

· Tell students that today we are going to discuss the importance of brushing our teeth and what happens if we don’t take care fo our teeth
Model:

· Each table of students will be getting an egg that has been soaked in coca cola. I will take an egg and show the students how they should brush the egg. I will demonstrate how much toothpaste to use and how to move the toothbrush effectively
Input: 
· The students should know the correct way to brush their teeth. 

· I will model to the students how to correctly brush their teeth. 

· We will talk about floss and the importance of using a toothpaste with fluoride.
· Students need to know what a hypothesis, observation and conclusion are… I will assess this by asking the children what the mature words are for our guesses etc.. 

Check for Understanding

· Students will list three things that they should do to keep their teeth healthy.
· We will then create a “Dental Do” list on chart paper so we can hang it in our classroom.
· Student will write down their hypothesis, observations, and conclusion.

Guided Practice
· I will inform the students that the egg they will have has been sitting in a container of coca cola for 2 days. I will tell them that they are going to brush the tooth as if it was a tooth. 

· We will list some hypotheses about what will happen to the egg

· The students will break into four groups. Each group will get an egg that has been stained by Coca Cola.
· They will take turns brushing the egg (in the directions that we discussed) until it is completely clean. 
· They will record their observations as the other students are brushing the egg

· We will then discuss what would happen to their teeth if they did not brush them well enough to remove all the plaque. 

· The students will draw conclusions about what they just saw. 
Closure

· Students will list three things they should do to keep their teeth healthy
· We will then make a list of “Dental Do’s”

Independent Practice

· Students will be given their own toothbrush, and toothpaste. They will be encouraged to brush their teeth at least twice a day in order to keep their teeth healthy. 

· Students will be encouraged to discuss the importance of keeping their teeth clean with their family. They will also be asked to discuss their list of dental do’s with their family and continue to fill in their “brush your teeth chart”
